Special management actions for Nambour

Design

Before

e existing station building should be integrated into
future station upgrades to maximise the re-use of
existing structures

e lifts and pedestrian bridges will be integrated into
design of the upgrade.

Construction

® mitigation measures will be implemented to minimise
noise and dust in construction areas.

Operation

® noise barriers will be constructed to the south of
Nambour station on the eastern boundary of the
existing railway to mitigate noise impacts from the
rail upgrade.

Decommissioning of surplus rail land

® no decommissioning activities will be required in this
area as the existing rail corridor will be re-used as part
of the proposed rail corridor.
